
Another great Capital Region Walk         Modified August 25, 2011

5 Km   YRE #314 “Broadmoor Lake WALK” 

Franklin’s Inn, Sherwood Park  
Washrooms available in Franklin’s Inn  but not enroute.This walk goes to the and around Broadmoor Park Lake . 

 NOTES: “RT” = Right Turn, “LT” = Left Turn, “MUT” = Multi-use Trail.    

 

 

 

1. As you exit the main entrance to Franklin’s Inn LT and walk towards the back of the Inn. As you 

get near the back RT across the parking to the MUT in the corner. LT at the first intersection and 

follow MUT to Unmarked street (Granada Blvd). LT and walk to lights. Cross Granada and 

Sherwood Drive and walk along Sherwood Drive to Oak Street. (1.1 Km) 

 

 

2. LT on Oak Street and follow to Broadmoor Lake denoted by large sign on your left that says 

“Broadmoor Lake 2131 Oak”.  LT on MUT to lake. (1.7 Km) 

 

 

3. LT on MUT, lake on your right, and follow the MUT closest to the lake all around the lake 

returning to the same spot. Ignore all exits and bridges that across the lake.(3.2 Km) 

 

 

4.   Once around the lake once, reverse directions and walk all around the lake again once again 

ignoring all exits and bridges over the lake, this time keeping the lake on your left. RT on first 

MUT just past Festival Place (4.4 Km) 

 

 

5. Walk on side walk with Festival Place on your right and Centre in the Park on your left and 

curve around to your right in front of Festival Place. Follow side walk along unmarked road 

(Festival Way) to the traffic circle. (4.8 Km) 

 

   

6. Cross Festival Way keeping traffic circle on your left and exit sidewalk beside Festival Ave. 

Walk along Festival Ave to Sherwood Dr.  Cross Festival Ave and Sherwood Drive and return to
